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The B ishop’s Christmas Message
I sincerely trust tha t this Christm as Season, which 

prompts us to be more normally Christian than at any 
other time in the year, w ill inspire harmony in our homes, 
righteousness in our hearts, and peace in our relationships.

Christm as urges us to see things from  G od’s point of 
view. T h e  problems of life are not settled on battlefields 
of the B irth  of C hrist in our hearts.

T h e  really im portant thing in the w orld is religion 
where men and women put their final and ultim ate loyalty 
and devotion. W e need to learn again this Christm as 
the lesson of Bethlehem, that w hat counts w ith  God is 
not size or power, but the intensity of one’s devotion and 
love; the depth of one’s faith and t r u s t ; and the reality 
of the B irth  of C hrist in our hearts.

T h e  B irth of C hrist must be more than just an emo­
tional experience or it will quickly fade away. If the 
N ativ ity  were only a sentim ental feeling of a Child born 
in a stable, there would be no Christm as. T h e  great thing 
is tha t the Child lived a norm al life and increased in 
wisdom and stature. H e grew to manhood and lived a 
life that changed history.

Let us not keep the Christm as Child in swaddling 
clothes and thus fail to know H im  as our Leader, Rede­
emer, and Saviour. H is life-changing teachings belong 
not to the innocency of infancy, but to the M atu re  Jesus. 
T h is  is more than an emotional experience.

I f  Christm as this year is to mean a new entrance of

God into your life, then you must make more room for 
H im . M ay I suggest three things that w ill make our 
Christm as a happier one:

1. G ive more time to God. Be present at one of the 
Church services during this Holy Season.

2. Be more concerned about your own spiritual needs, 
and those in the w orld, who need C hrist desper­
ately. Share a generous portion of your Christmas 
giving w ith the Church.

3. Give priority  to G od’s plans and purposes. Give 
your full cooperation to your spiritual leader, your 
pastor, and share your talents by actively serving 
the Church to  the best of your ability.

M y Chrisitiaas wish for you is that as you kneel for 
your Christm as Communion and re-dedicate yourself to 
Christ, your doubts, your fears, and your sorrows will 
vanish and you w ill find the gladness of Christmas, which 
is hope— the Spirit of Christm as which :s Peace, and the 
H ea rt of Christmas, which is love.

Vestrymen Keep Prayer Book 
On Their Office Desks

A n experiment recently was tried by the vestry of the 
C hurch of the Incarnation, D allas, Texas. A fter much 
discussion, the members of the vestry agreed to keep the 
Book of Common Prayer on their office desks for six- 
weeks. A t the end of that time an old fashioned testi­
monial meeting took place. Some of the men had used 
free moments to open the P rayer Book and to read at 
random. O thers found themselves reading the appointed 
Collects. Epistles, and Gospels as well as the Psalms. 
T hey  discovered prayers formerly unknown to them.

O ne outstanding result was a practical dem onstration 
of evangelism. Visitors to the offices would notice the 
P rayer Book and mention it. T h is would lead to a dis­
cussion of the C hurch and a personal witness. Some 
visitors would recall an earlier contact w ith the Church, 
but a lapsed interest in la ter years. An opening was 
provided for an invitation to return  to  the Church.

H ere is a plan other vestries m ight try. I t  affords an 
opportunity for personal evangelism through one’s busi­
ness contacts. In  a day when businessmen are looking 
to the C hurch for an answer to many of their problems 
they w ill not find this plan objectionable.

In addition to the regular series, a special Communion 
and breakfast was held on the first Sunday in A dvent as 
a part of the nation-wide observance. Forty  men and 
boys turned out for this Father-and-Son affair. Special 
care was taken to assure that boys whose fathers could 
not be present were remembered. These were guests of 
boy-less men and fathers in the Church.

Christmas Carols
W e like to think tha t the first Christm as Carol ever 

sung was by the angel chorus on that first Christm as eve, 
nearly tw o thousand years ago, when “ G lory to God in 
the highest, and cn earth peace, good w ill tow ard m en” 
was caroled over the fields of Bethlehem. B ut it was not 
until the thirteenth century that we find the beginning 
of the true Christm as carol, and the place was Italy. H ere 
the friars, gathered around St. Francis of Assisi, tried to 
hum anize the story of'the gospel, and they composed songs 
about the birth  of Christ, which they sang around a 
creche, or tableau, depicting the surroundings of the holy 
manger. A  Franciscan, named Jacopone da T odi, was the 
first w riter of carols.

From  Italy  the carol spread to Spain, France, Eng­
land, and Germ any, where it retained its folksong qualities, 
w ith  a strange m ingling of reverence and genial m irth fu l­
ness. T h e  French Noel began to appear in the fifteenth 
century, as did the Christm as carols in England. D uring 
the Reform ation, the true carols w ith  the festive element 
disappeared, to be replaced la ter by the more sedate and 
devotional hymns. “Adeste Fideles” was composed in 
France about 1700 and is perhaps the best loved of the 
Christm as hymns. “O  L ittle  T o w n  of Bethlehem ” was 
w ritten  by Phillips Brooks, and was inspired by a C hrist­
mas eve spent by him in the city of Bethlehem.

T h u s  the Christm as carols have lived through the 
centuries. A nd so, on Christmas Eve, as the candles burn 
in our windows in remembrance of the S tar of Bethlehem, 
and we hear youthful voices caroling these old familiar 
songs, let us rejoice that we are preserving ideals and tra ­
ditions which w ill be forever the heritage of every C hris­
tian nation.
